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INSTITUTIONALIZATION: Incorporate bicycle and 
pedestrian needs in all phases of project 
development, routine maintenance, and system

TECHNICAL TRAINING: Provide technical training on 
pedestrian and bicycle facility planning and design. 
(p. C-5)

COORDINATION WITH LOCAL JURISDICTIONS: Target 
bicycle and pedestrian improvements along State 
highway corridors that are identified in local and 
regional plans, or in consultation with local officials.
