Construc'on Ac'vi'es & Upcoming Work

In the coming week, ICI will de-mobilize and securing all materials at the Stoddard trial head, Ebenezer 

camp ground staging areas and the project site for the winter.  This is due to the current and forecast 

weather conditions.
